External Review of Candidates for Tenure 
 
An external review of the candidate’s scholarship will be included in all tenure applications. 
External reviewers must be professionally competent to evaluate the academic credentials of a 
candidate; thus, reviewers must be external to the university and should normally be at or 
above the rank for which the candidate is being considered. Exceptions are discouraged, and 
must be justified in the chair’s report. The candidate may submit the name(s) of individuals that 
could have a conflict of interest in serving as an external reviewer. The list should be
